Delaware enjoys remarkable diversity in manufacturing
that enhances economic stability and minimizes volatility, with a range
of products that include advanced materials, analyfical instruments,
biopharmaceuticals, chemicals, performance products, pet foods,
space suits, indusfrial gases, clean fech, construction materials and more.
Deloware Technical Community College offers many two-year programs
to develop the skills needed for advanced manufacturing jobs. In addition,
the state’s advanced manufacturing Pathways program provides high school
students with more than 600 hours of instruction and hands-on experience in
Delaware Tech's labs and a 200-hour craftsmanship.

At the
center point of the New York City to Washington, D.C. corridor, companies
located in Delaware can reach nearly 64 million consumers within five
hours and over 100 million consumers within 10 hours. And Delaware
is ideally positioned to serve the world. Port Wilmington - already a
full-service, srategically located Mid-Atlantic seaport serving more than
200 million North American consumers — is set for a significant expansion
in the coming years, with planned investment of approximately $600 million
in upgrades, including an expansion of the existing ferminal and consfruction
on anew 1.2 million-TEU terminal.
